Rasor's statenents in The New Yorker article were truthful
Ms. Rasor has al so expressed her desire for an FB
i nvestigation, but is willing to testify. So, in addition
to Ms. Swetnick's clains, there are nore witnesses. And to
be clear, these are not anonynous i ndividuals, but wonen
who have conme forward, identified thenselves, and confirned
their willingness to cooperate with an investigation of
these matters.

The Denocratic nmenbers strongly object to noving
forward in this manner. At a mininum we need to hear from

all parties and gather all additional evidence. And,
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again, we want to reiterate that the Denocratic nenbers do
not believe that this is a fair or sufficient process, and
this is not how the conmttee usually handl es these kinds
of allegations.
